Day 1  Arrival

Day 3  Inverness 
 
Depart Lanarkshire and travel north into the Scottish Highlands. Travel via Stirling and 
Perth and north through the Drummochter Pass into Speyside and on to acommodation. 
Located close to the  market town of Elgin this is a Band C farmhouse. 
 
Day 4 Inverness 
 
Start the day by feeding the farm’s chickens, lambs, pigs and cats , or if you prefer, 
collect fresh farm eggs for your breakfast. Later in the day you could visit Cawdor 
Castle, Fort George, or go on a boat trip on the Moray Firth and spot Bottlenose 
Dolphins. Return to accommodation to stay overnight. 
 

Day 5 Inverness 
 
Again enjoy a morning on the farm with the animals before exploring Speyside further, 
choose from dramatic coastal walks, gentle forest walks, or cycle tracks that are great for 
a family day out. Again return to accommodation for overnight. 
 
Day 6 Skye  
 
Depart Morayshire and travel to Inverness along the banks of Loch Nes,s famous for its 
monster, Nessie. Continue south-west to the Fort William/Oban area. Tonight stay at a 
Band C farmhouse. 
 
Day 7 Skye  
 
This morning explore the local area, or take a trip by ferry to one of Scotland’s many 
islands. The Isle of Mull is a 1 hour ferry journey from Oban, which is 20 minutes by car 
from your farm. The journey by ferry across the Sound of Mull is spectacular and well 
worth the effort. Return to farm for overnight accommodation 
 
Day 8 Departure   
 
Journey back to the lowlands to check in for your flight home,
